Luke 11:9 (NKJV) 9So I say to you, ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and 
you will find; knock, and it will be opened to you.

and do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness ”indignation and 
wrath,9tribulation and anguish, on every soul of man who does evil, of the Jew 
first and also of the Greek;10but glory, honor, and peace to everyone who works 
what is good, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.11For there is no partiality with 
God.

11      Let him turn away from evil and do good; 
      Let him seek peace and pursue it. 
 
Revelation 3:20 (NKJV) 20Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone 
hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and dine with him, and 
he with Me.
